What were you hoping to accomplish?

| was hoping to identify thirty (30) women, get them selected and trained on peacebuilding and restorative
justice, lobby and advocacy for peace. Fortunately, it was achieved as intended. The number of the women
trained increased from thirty to thirty-two. This was a very great accomplishment and achievement.

Who was touched by your grant project or program?

The trainees (women beneficiaries) were the ones touched by my grant project or program. They were very
delighted to learn about peacebuilding, restorative justice as well as addressing the issues affecting the
justice in South Sudan, Africa and the whole world at large.

Who did this grant energize or transform you, your congregation or group?

The free and philanthropic grant offer has significantly energized me, women and transformed the
congregation socially, economically, spiritually and wholistically to become ambassadors for peace and
reconciliation in our community and South Sudan at large.

What did you learn from this project and what are doing going Veard?
The project has brought people together in order to iron their issues and address those issues which affect
justice in our community and country.

it is very difficult for somebody who is not related to you to give you funds for training people. Money is got
through hard struggle, pain and sweats which could not be easy to give somebody whom you have never
known before. Therefore, as a result of this tremendous gift of grants, women are now able to know that
they are influential and instrumental peace agents in our community. They have promised to work for
peace although they have been dominated and marginalized by our traditional norms, rules and cultures.
During the training, God is seen as the God of JUSTICE, PEA4tH RECONCILIATIO®d Himself
condemns those who pervert justice, oppress the widows, orphans, the fatherless and all the vulnerable
groups. (Isaiah 1:16-17)




The training has brought a positive impact both to the trained beneficiaries and the Murle Congregation in
Simbili Cluster of Rhino Refugee Settlement Camp. The women have testified that through this
peacemaking grant, their mindsets have been cleared and has equipped them to share their stories with
friends, families, relatives, Christians and the church. This is a sign of collective efforts and responsibility
toward peaceful coexistence. Furthermore, this peacemaking grant is a positive testimony of what God has
done in the lives of women and it is a demonstration that women can become peacemakers both in the
church and in the community. Although many people have lost their loved ones in December 2022 and
January 2023 when the youth of Jonglei State launched their deadly attacks on Murle, people do still have
some hope.

The cry of women:During our official closing on Saturday, March 4, 2023, women spoke out and said that
they have been neglected and left out by communities, Christian friends, churches and faith-based
organizations by failing to train, equip and empower them especially in the areas of income generating
activities as well as adult education. In the same way, their daughters lack scholarship supports until they
are forced to get married even when others are still underage.

Prayer Request by WomefThe women have requested all the leaders, Christian friends, churches and
faith-based organizations to pray to God for the provision of more funds so that they can be offered adult
education classes, income generating activities and scholarship supports for young ladies and girls who are
eligible to go for further studies and help their churches and the communities in future.

ConclusionThe training went on very well as it was planned and the beneficiaries were very excited,
moved and impacted with a positive response to advocate for peace in their various refugee settlements
and back at home (South Sudan).

RecommendationsAs a trainer and pastor in charge, | do strongly recommend the following if possible:

1. Provision of more funds for the training of men and women on peace in Ocea of Rhino Camp, Arua
town, Palabek Refugee Camp, Gulu Congregation, Murle Congregation in Entebbe/Kampala. At
least 1500 US dollarare needed to cover three places every year.

Training on income generating activities to support women and churches.

Funds for opening and running literacy adult education classes.

Pibor Cooperative Shop (PCS) for the women in Simbili Rhino Camp.

Funds for purchasing sound system (keyboard pianos, speakers, generators, solar panels) for the
churches in Simbili, Arua and Palabek Refugee Camp (s).

Funds for evangelism campaigns, mobilizations and revival preaching/meetings.

Funds for purchasing youth, women, Sunday School, and catechism materials for trainings.
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| know the sources of getting funds are very limited. COVID-19 has left fragments of economic crisis.
Currently, Russia-Ukraine war has also impacted economic activities negatively worldwide.
However, nothing is too hard for God. (Jer. 32:2He can openmy doors for provisions.
